18044 ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN
Cllr M. Blake indicated that he did not wish to stand for re-election as Chairman of the PC. It was resolved to elect Cllr Cowey as Chairman of the PC.
18045 ELECTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN
It was resolved to elect Cllr Ford as Vice Chairman of the PC.
18046 DECLARATIONS OF ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE
In the exercise of his discretion, the Chairman decided that this Agenda Item should be dealt with later in the Meeting. 
18047 APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Cllr J. Mitchell apologised for being unable to attend for personal reasons. That apology was accepted. Shropshire Cllr R. Aldcroft was also unable to attend the Meeting.

18048 DECLARATIONS OF PECUNIARY INTERESTS
No Cllrs declared a pecuniary interest in respect of any Agenda Item. In respect of Agenda Item 18059, the Clerk had, prior to the Meeting, granted dispensations to all Cllrs present in respect of any discussions about HS2 which the PC might conduct at its Meetings until the next Annual Meeting of the PC in May 2019.

18049 OPEN FORUM
The following matters were raised:
· Mr and Mrs Clark raised an issue about the difficulty they were experiencing in pulling their car out on to the A51 from Swan Court. They said that parked vehicles to their right prevented them from seeing oncoming traffic. They said that if a mirror was installed on the Swan car park, that might help with this problem. They reported that they had raised the issue with Shropshire Council (SC) and had been told to raise the matter with the PC. It was commented that the PC had already raised this very same matter with SC some time ago when the planning application to convert the Swan into apartments had been made. It was agreed that the PC would contact SC again about the problem. Mr and Mrs Clark were advised, as regards their suggestion about a mirror, to contact the owner of the car park to see if he would agree to the installation of the mirror. The car park is private land and thus beyond the PC’s remit (and that of SC).
· Mrs Ellsmoor offered her congratulations to Mrs Lightfoot on her successful defence of the claim brought by Mr M. Moore. 
· Mr Melvin raised two points about the Minutes of the PC Meetings held on 12th March 2018 and 9th April 2018 and it was agreed that those Minutes should be amended to reflect the points raised by Mr Melvin (see below).

18050 TO APPROVE AND SIGN THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF 12TH MARCH 2018 
It was resolved that these Minutes be approved subject to the following: That Agenda Item 18028 (Open Forum) be amended so that (2) in the Draft Minutes should come before (1) and that those two sections of the Minutes should be re-numbered accordingly.

18051 TO APPROVE AND SIGN THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF 9TH APRIL 2018
It was resolved that these Minutes be approved subject to the following: That Agenda Item 18040 (Open Forum) be amended by adding at the end of the paragraph beginning “The Chairman then gave the parishioners attending an opportunity to hear from Shropshire Cllr Nutting …” the following “Cllr Nutting said that, if it was found that too many HS2 HGVs were going through the Parish at any one time and causing delays, consideration could be given to stacking the HGVs at the entrance to the Parish.”

18052 TO APPOINT REPRESENTATIVES TO CERTAIN BODIES
It was resolved that the following representatives of the PC be appointed to the bodies set out below:

1. Woore Victory Hall –  Cllr H. Blake.
1. Old Woore School Trust – Cllr Mitchell. 
1. Woore United Charities – Cllrs Allison and Higgin.

18053 TO APPOINT MEMBERS TO THE NEIGHBOURHOOD PLANNING STEERING TEAM
It was resolved that the Chairman and Cllr M. Blake be appointed to this Team. 

18054 TO APPOINT MEMBERS AS THE PARISH COUNCIL’S FINANCIAL SCRUTINEERS
 It was resolved that Cllrs Allison and Chell be appointed as Financial Scrutineers.

18055 TO APPOINT MEMBERS TO TAKE RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE PARISH COUNCIL’S MOVABLE VEHICLE ACTIVATED SIGNS, FOR DISPLAYING PARISH COUNCIL MEETING NOTICES ON THE A51 AT PIPE GATE AND THE A525 IN WOORE AND FOR PUTTING UP DOCUMENTATION ON THE PARISH COUNCIL’S NOTICEBOARDS AT PIPE GATE, OPPOSITE THE VILLAGE SHOP AND ON ST LEONARD’S PLAY AREA
It was resolved that (1) the Chairman and Cllr M. Blake be appointed to take responsibility for the PC’s Movable Vehicle Activated Signs, (2) the Chairman be appointed to take responsibility for displaying PC Meeting Notices on the A51 at Pipe Gate and on the A525 in Woore and (3) Cllr M. Blake be appointed to take responsibility for putting up documentation on the PC’s noticeboards at Pipe Gate and opposite the Village Shop and Cllr Chell be appointed to do likewise on the PC’s noticeboards at the St Leonard’s Play Area.  

18056 TO APPOINT TREE WARDENS
It was resolved to appoint Ms Tyson and Ms Bedson as joint Tree Wardens and that the Chairman should continue to act as their point of liaison with the PC.
18057 TO APPOINT PARISH PATH WARDENS
It was resolved to appoint Ms Tyson and Ms Bedson as joint Parish Path Wardens and that Cllr Allison should continue to act as their point of liaison with the PC.



18058 TO APPOINT THE PARISH COUNCIL’S INTERNAL AUDITOR FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR 2017-18
It was resolved to appoint Mr Jason Jones as the PC’s internal auditor for the financial year 2017-18. The Clerk suggested that, in return for his services, the PC should make an ex gratia payment of £100 to Mr Jones. 

18059 HS2
(1) The Chairman reported the arrangements for the PC’s attendance before the Select Committee on 21st May 2018. Cllr Irwin reported that she and her daughter would be attending before the Select Committee the following day for the hearing of the petitions they had presented as individuals. She indicated certain matters in the PC’s petition with which, as agreed with the PC, she would be dealing at her hearing.
(2) Cllr Davies reported that he was in the process of sending up the crowdfunding website to raise money to contribute towards the costs of the PC’s opposition activities in opposition to HS2’s proposals.
(3) Following a discussion, it was resolved to ask HS2 to give an undertaking or assurance that the slip road (part of the Old London Road in Pipe Gate), referred to in paragraph 31 of the transcript of the right be heard hearing concerning the joint petition of Mr Alan Melvin and Ms Amanda Jones conducted on the afternoon of 18th April 2018 before the Select Committee dealing with the HS2 Bill, will not be used for any purpose associated with the construction of HS2. 

18060 TRANSPORT
Prior to the Meeting, Cllr Chell had circulated to Cllrs a report setting out her findings to date concerning the alleviation of the effects of the lack of public transport in the Parish. She said that she had begun to examine the services provided by the Loggerheads Medical Voluntary Car Scheme and the North Shropshire Wheelers Community Bus Project but had experienced difficulty in contacting the latter organisation. She said that she would report again at a future Meeting of the PC.

18061 CLERK’S REPORTS
The Clerk reported that she would give a detailed report concerning outstanding matters at the next meeting of the PC.

18062 DEFERMENT OF BUSINESS STIPULATED IN STANDING ORDERS
It was resolved to defer to a later PC Meeting the consideration of matters (save for those set out in this Agenda) required by Standing Orders to be dealt with at the Annual General Meeting of the PC.
