APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs Hammersley and Cllr Lightfoot. Cllr Hammersley due to illness and Cllr Lightfoot due to work commitments, both apologies for absence were accepted.

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
There were no declarations of interest made.

OPEN FORUM
The Chair proposed to suspend standing orders for the duration of item 13142 which was supported and declared the Open Forum open.
Murray Brunt said he wished to discuss planning application 13/02698/OUT - outline application for 10 dwellings at Irelands Cross. He said the application was being considered at the Planning Committee meeting of Tuesday afternoon. He said there were three main issues with the application 1. it is clearly a ribbon development not infill 2. The process has been flawed throughout - first there were no site notices displayed and on 5 December 2013 the application was changed to 8 + 2 3. the planning officers report contained many flaws. The application he said was wholly against the wording and spirit of the NPPF, he thinks the decision should be postponed and he will ask for site meeting.

Cllr Woodcock said he had a planning application on a brownfield site for 17 months in for consideration and does not think he has received the same treatment as the applicant for 13/02698/OUT. He said ribbon developments are not the way to go forward and the split between Woore and Pipe Gate has always been maintained.
Cllr Moore said he was able to attend the planning meeting of 10th December 2013 and represent the views of Woore Parish Council.

Ex Councillor Frank Riseley said the wording on the application had been deliberately misleading including making no reference to a ribbon development.

Philip Lindop said the item was 12 out of 15 on the planning meeting agenda and asked if it would be considered, the consensus was that it would be considered.

Chris Jeffries reported that damage had been caused to the grassways in Woore following the recent siting of the Police vehicle, it was agreed that he would speak to either the lengthsman or Tony Seabridge about arranging repairs.

She reported that the split of the 75% is not truly defined but policy decision of Shropshire Council that 75% is retained by Shopshire Council and maximum of 25% given locally to Parish Councils.

Cllr H. Blake reported that she had attended a Woore Victory Hall committee meeting recently and had formally raised the possibility of siting adult exercise equipment at the Victory Hall, she reported that members of the management committee raised concerns of the possibility of vandalism and insurance of the equipment, it was confirmed that the Parish Council would meet the cost of insurance. The management committee had also received a separate proposal to site a wildlife area in that place. The Clerk to speak to Whitmore Village Hall to establish if they have any problems with vandalism as they have equipment sited in a comparable place. Cllr H. Blake would try to progress at the next Woore Victory Hall meeting on 14th January 2014. 
WOORE UNITED CHARITIES
Cllr Allison reported that the scheduled meeting of 5th December 2013 had been rearranged to 14th December 2013. Cllr Allison was unable to attend this meeting and it was resolved that Cllr Cartwright would attend in the absence of Cllr Allison.
OLD WOORE SCHOOL TRUST
No report tabled, Cllr Allison asked whether we had established the position about a Council appointed Trustee. The Chair reported that he had spoken to the Clerk of the Trust who said that the matter could be considered when a vacancy arose.

13146  TREE AND PARISH PATH WARDENS’ REPORTS
Cllr Moore did not present a formal Tree and Parish Path Wardens’ report although he reported two expressions of interest in the Parish Path Warden scheme after the distribution of the Parish Newsletter. He had a report of a “suspicious tree” in Pipe Gate but Cllr Moore does not think it is a problem; Cllr Woodcock said there is a dangerous tree as you leave Pipe Gate which requires further investigation. Cllr Woodcock said thanks should be given to those who put up the Christmas Tree sited at the Methodist Church, the Clerk to pass on the thanks.

PLANNING MATTERS
13/04399/FUL
Crofters Barn, 1 Syllenhurst Barns, Nantwich Road, Woore - Erection of porch to front elevation - After discussion it was resolved to support the application. First Coucillor in the matter, Cllr Cartwright reported that there were no objections raised by neighbours. 
Cllr M. Blake raised the subject of establishing a Planning Working Group. The matter was further discussed and Cllr Woodcock thinks notes of the working group’s discussions should be made and considered that the Clerk should be in attendance at meetings held. It was agreed that the initial Councillors in the group would be The Chair, ex officio, M. Blake, Ford and Moore with the Clerk in attendance, the group would have the ability to co-opt additional members between full Council meetings. It was agreed that the Hinstock Village design statement would be circulated by the Clerk to the members of the working group, a first meeting date would be agreed and advice would be sought from the CPRE.

RECREATION
Cllr M. Blake outlined the three quotes he had obtained for two additional pieces of equipment being a climbing frame and swings, the repair of a broken seat. After discussion it was agreed to proceed further on obtaining match funding with LJC and the lottery on the basis of the quote from Playquest for laminated timber which is the cheapest quote at just over £13,000.00 excluding VAT. Cllr M. Blake to prepare funding bid to be considered by LJC at their next meeting in February 2014, the Chair said that the application needs to be submitted in early January 2014.
Cllr Moore asked given representations previously what was the current situation with the tennis club and the bowling club? Cllr M. Blake said he understood the tennis club was relocating to Audlem. It was thought there was no movement at the moment with the bowling club.
