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MINUTES OF AN EXTRAORDINARY MEETING OF WOORE PARISH COUNCIL
Monday 8th April 2019
Held at Woore Victory Hall

PUBLIC
No members of the public attended the meeting. 

19055 APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
The Vice Chairman, Cllr A. Ford, had sent his apology for his absence which was for personal reasons. It was unanimously resolved to accept that apology. Shropshire Cllr Aldcroft was not present.  

19056 DECLARATIONS OF PECUNIARY INTERESTS
Cllr Davies declared a personal and / or pecuniary interest in Agenda Item 19059(1) and Cllr Irwin declared a pecuniary interest in Agenda Item 19059(2).

19057 OPEN FORUM
Cllr Carter asked how often Shropshire Cllr Aldcroft attended Parish Council (PC) Meetings. The Clerk indicated that she would review the Minutes of the PC Meetings for the last 12 months to see when Cllr Aldcroft was in attendance and that she would notify Cllrs of her findings. 

The Chairman reported that arrangements had been made via Cllr Chell for the farmer who had been cutting the grass on the land off the Newcastle Road prior to the PC’s recent purchase of it to continue with his grasscutting. It had been agreed that he would not charge for that grasscutting and that, instead, he could keep the grass.

19058 APPOINTMENT OF NEW PARISH CLERK
[bookmark: _Hlk1642840]Cllr Allison reported that the Cllrs to whom the recruitment of a new Clerk had been delegated had interviewed two candidates and decided that one of those candidates, Mr Bernard Morris, was a suitable appointment. It was now necessary for that appointment to be ratified by the full PC.

At this point, Cllr Allison left the Meeting and did not return. 

It was resolved that Mr Morris be appointed as Clerk and Responsible Financial Officer with effect from 1st May 2019. 

19059 PLANNING
The PC considered the planning applications below. Cllr Davies left the Meeting while (1) below was considered and Cllr Irwin left the Meeting while (2) below was considered.  

(1) 19/01194/COU being an application for the change of use of land from agricultural land to domestic curtilage at Weston House , Audlem Road, Woore, CW3 9RL.
The Chairman was the Lead Cllr in respect of this application. He reported that he had visited the residents at Fernbank which overlooks the site and they had indicated that they objected to the application. The application was discussed and it was unanimously resolved to object to this application on the following grounds: (a) That the Applicant has given no details or reasons as why the change of use is required. There would appear to be sufficient land within the existing curtilage to meet the Applicant’s needs. (b) That the application does not comply with Policy CS5 (Loss of Countryside) of the Shropshire Local Plan (SAMDev) which states that a change of use of land to domestic curtilage would not be permitted where this would cause a significant adverse impact on the character and appearance of the countryside or the setting of a settlement.    

(2) 18/05579/REM being an application for the approval of reserved matters (appearance, landscaping, layout and scale) pursuant to outline permission 14/03637/OUT for the erection of five detached dwellings (to include access) at the proposed residential development land to the south of Audlem Road, Woore (reconsideration).
Cllr M. Blake was the Lead Cllr in relation to this application and he explained the nature of the application. Following a discussion, it was unanimously resolved that the PC would make the following representations to Shropshire Council (SC) about the application: (a) That the PC notes the contents of the Tree Report dated 14th March 2019 but is unable to make any comments on the technical details set out in it. The PC expects SC to ensure that the exceptionally ancient listed tree the subject of the Report is protected from any adverse impact which might be caused by the Applicants' proposals. (b) That the PC's inability to comment on that Report should not be construed as the PC's agreement to the route of access shown on the plan annexed to the Report. The PC considers that a further Tree Report may be required in the event that the route of access actually approved by SC differs from that shown on the above plan. (c) That the PC also notes that the above plan shows two businesses namely the Cooper's Arms and the Falcon Inn Iocated close to the site. However, the Snape Bakery, which is the business located closest to the site and the one which will be most directly affected by the proposed development, is, for reasons which are not clear to the PC, not shown.
