WOORE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING
The meeting was chaired by the Chairman of the PC, Cllr M. Cowey, who.
welcomed those attending the meeting. 

PRESENTATION OF PRIZES TO CHILDREN OF THE PARISH
	Cllr Cowey said that it was pleasing to start off the Annual Parish Meeting with something different, that being the presentation of some awards by way of recognition of the contribution made by the youth of the Parish. He commented that it would be excellent if this could be continued in some format every year. He said that he should point out that, at this stage, these were not awards given by the PC but by four individuals who are also Cllrs, namely Kate Chell, Gaynor Irwin, Althea Allison and himself. Cllr Cowey said that the award givers were all impressed by these youngsters who had showed great initiative. He said that it was pleasing to live in a Parish where youngsters took the trouble to improve the lives of everyone. 

Cllr Cowey said that the following young people had carried out numerous jobs and tasks, including dog walking, helping with gardens, feeding birds, washing the play equipment at St Leonard’s and recently helping out at the Cabaret Evening:

TO APPROVE AND ACCEPT THE MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING OF 9TH APRIL 2018
The Minutes were agreed and accepted by the Meeting.

CHAIRMAN’S REPORT 
A Report prepared by Cllr M. Cowey as Chairman of the PC was circulated and read out. No questions were raised about the Report. 

WOORE PARISH NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN REPORT 
A Report prepared by Mr Jon Furber and Mr Stephen Clifford, respectively Chair and Vice-Chair of the Woore Neighbourhood Planning Team, was circulated.  Mr Clifford apologised for Mr Furber’s absence and presented the Report. He said that the Referendum on the Neighbourhood Plan was expected to take place on either 23rd or 30th May. He said that, as adoption of the Plan would influence planning in the Parish for the next 17 years, he would encourage as many people as possible to vote. No questions or issues were raised about the Report. On behalf of the PC, Cllr Cowey expressed thanks to the Neighbourhood Plan Team and all the volunteers who had assisted in its development. He endorsed Mr Clifford’s comments about the need for people to vote at the Referendum. 

TREE AND PATH WARDENS’ REPORT 
A Report prepared by Ms C. Bedson and Ms S. Tyson, Tree and Path Wardens, was circulated and presented by Ms Tyson who apologised for Ms Bedson’s absence. No questions were raised. The Chairman thanked the Wardens for their work during the past year. 

WOORE UNITED CHARITIES REPORT 
A Report prepared by the Chairman of the Trust, Dr Charles Hoy, was circulated. Cllr Allison, a Trustee of this charity, apologised for Dr Hoy’s absence and presented the Report. She said that the Trust had only a small income to distribute and it was distributed, following consultation with St Leonard’s Church, to people in the community around Christmas time. No questions were raised.    

WOORE VICTORY HALL REPORT 
A Report prepared by the Chairman of the Trustees, Mr P. Roberts, was circulated. It was presented by Mrs J. Griffiths, the Vice Chairman of the Trustees, who apologised for Mr Roberts’s absence. In the course of presenting the Report, Mrs Griffiths paid tribute to Mr Gordon Nichol and Mr Ray Mitchell, former Chairmen of the Trustees, who had recently died. Mrs Griffiths said that the main focus of the Trustees was to increase revenue by increasing the number of bookings of the Hall as a venue and to increase the number of volunteers who helped in the running of the Hall.  No questions were raised.  

OLD WOORE SCHOOL TRUST REPORT 
A Report prepared by the Secretary to the Trust, Mr J. Parkes, was circulated. No questions were raised.

SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR REPORT
In the absence of Shropshire Cllr Aldcroft, who had sent his apology for not being present, no report was presented. 

ANY OTHER BUSINESS 
Cllr M. Cowey invited the public to raise any matter of interest to them. 

Mr Martin raised a concern about the 15.5% increase in the PC’s precept. It was pointed out that this increase only amounted to one of approximately £8 per household and that the PC had felt that the increase was necessary to fund things which would be of benefit to parishioners generally.

Mr Martin also raised a concern about a bridleway being blocked in the vicinity of the entrance to Phynsonhayes. Ms Tyson said that she and Mr Bedson were looking into this matter.

The meeting closed at 8.10 pm. 
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
