


Minutes of Woore Parish Council Meeting

PUBLIC:
No members of the public attended the meeting.

19094 Apologies for absence.
Cllrs Chell and Ford had sent their apologies for absence, which was for personal reasons. It was unanimously resolved to accept these apologies.

19095 Declarations of Pecuniary Interests.
No Cllrs declared a pecuniary interest in respect of any Agenda Item.

19096 Open Forum
No public attended. The Chairman discussed the Notice Boards. Other than the one opposite the shop the notice boards have been cleared. He proposed that we include Contact Details on the 2 notice boards not in use. The clerk to produce a contact list and circulate. Cllr Davies suggested including a signpost to the notice board opposite the shop in the 2 empty notice boards. The Clerk stated that in terms of publishing information there is no specific requirement to use notice boards. Publishing on the Website to sufficient to meet legal requirements.

19097 To approve and sign the Minutes of the Meeting held on 13th May 2019.
It was unanimously resolved to approve these minutes.



19098 Representatives’ Reports
To receive reports concerning the following matters:

(a) Victory Hall - Cllr H. Blake reported that the Victory Hall now has an email address. The Summer Tea is coming up soon and there is a push for ticket sales.

(b) Movable and Stationary Vehicle Activated Signs – Cllr M. Blake reported that we are still waiting for data from Shropshire in relation to the VASs. We are still waiting for the post to be installed on Cherry Tree. He also asked whether everyone could open the Graphs. Cllr Allison reported occasional problems. There is a general lack of response from Shropshire and the Road Safety Partnership. It was suggested that we use the local papers to publicise information on a quarterly basis and copy Owen Paterson into that information.

(c) Tree and Path Wardens – Ms S. Tyson & Ms C. Bedson reported that on the 16th June 2019 there will a Horse Ride Out from 09:00 until 14:00. There will be orange pennants out to guide the riders. There was then a discussion around dead trees and these were going to be reviewed. There was also a discussion around drainage issues around the parish which had continued despite Shropshire carrying out gully emptying. These have been raised in the Place Plan.

(d) Neighbourhood Plan – The Chairman reported that the referendum result was 95% in favour of the plan with a 31% turnout. The plan with now go to Shropshire to be ratified at their meeting on 26th July 2019. The clerk to write a thank you letter to the Neighbourhood Plan Committee.

(e) Shropshire Councillor Mr R Aldcroft – the councillor was unable to attend.

19101 HS2
(1) To receive a report from the Chairman concerning this matter. The Chairman reported that there is a meeting on Friday 14/6/19. Owen Paterson had confirmed his attendance. Victory Hall is booked. The Agenda is expected on 11th June from William Woodruff. 


(2) To receive a report from Cllr Irwin concerning the activities of the Woore Parish Action Group Cllr Irwin reported that the Action Group has been stood down for the summer. There was an Annual EGM where 6 parishes attended but only Cheshire were in attendance of the County Councils which was disappointing. Expected timetable for Phase 2a is it is likely be approved by the Lords at the end of June with Royal Assent by the end of 2019. Environmental Works beginning in early 2020 and then Civil and Utility works later in 2020. Installation of the Rail line from 2022 to 2026. There is no additional provision. The Select Committee has now concluded its work. A new group of 20 MP’s is being set up to oversee the process. Section 17 of Town and Country Planning Act places a limit of 24 vehicles movement a day, movements above this will require local authority consent. There will be a high tonnage of spoil to move. The emissions calculations were based on the use of Euro 6 trucks. There are not enough of this type of truck available to move the amount of spoil required. Therefore, the figures used are spurious. Parish Councils should be included in HS2 meeting, but most are not. We may need to go to the House of Lords in the next stage of the process. The question was then raised as to whether Shropshire are attending Friday’s meeting.

Councillor Allison then said that there has been no progress with influencing HS2. There is a lack of truthfulness and transparency and we have been given a fait accompli. Because Woore were not considered in the initial stages of the project we were disenfranchised and excluded from the initial phase of the projects when the key decisions were made. There has been no influence from Owen Paterson on HS2. We should take legal advice to see if we have a case in law to make HS2 go back to the beginning when the important decisions were made as we were excluded from that part of the process. We would have to find a way to fund that as it would require a barrister and be very expensive. There has been no proper environmental impact assessment. She has spoken to Keele University and they are going to do a proper experiment to monitor the air quality in Woore, including particulates. This will involve several master’s students in designing the equipment and then monitoring and analysing results. The equipment should be in place by the end of August and then the monitoring will last continuously for a year. It was suggested that we use the newsletter to keep people informed, it was also suggested that we have a specific meeting solely on HS2. Ms C. Bedson said she would keep the authority informed of what was happening on bridleways. It was decided that we wait to see what happens at Friday’s meeting before making any further decisions.


19102 Development Of Newly Acquired Open Space In The Parish
To receive a report from Shropshire Council on expressions of interest for development of newly acquired land. The Chairman reported that we were informed that there were 43 Expressions of Interest in the CIL monies. Some were knocked out as they didn’t meet the requirements. More information was requested on other bids. We have not been contacted on either aspect, so our bid is still being considered.


19103 Parish Summer Planting
To receive a report from the Cllrs concerning the progress on these matters. The Manor bed had been fertilised but was very dry, even after the recent rain. The troughs have all been planted up as has the stone circle. Work has been done on the Police House Bed. Lindops have collected the barrels/saucers and they should be planted and back in place by the end of the week. There is some growth around the barrel at the end of Cherry Tree lane. The clerk was asked to contact Tony Seabridge to tidy up the area as he did last year.


19104 Parish Council Newsletter
To receive a report from Cllr Davies concerning this matter and to make any resolutions concerning it which are considered appropriate. Cllr Davies reported that he had a number of ideas and he will write these up and circulate them to Councillors. The Newsletter will be produced 3 times a year, the first being in September and then in November (these dates to tie in with the distribution of the church magazine). Cllr Davies is going to contact Keele University for a quote for costs as they were very reasonable for production of the Neighbourhood Plan.




19105	Dog Waste Bins
To agree the siting of the 3 Dog Waste Bins provided by Shropshire Council, the siting will be subject to agreement with Shropshire for access to enable emptying of the bins.
Zoe Walker has done a lot of good work in relation to these. It was decided that the Bins would be sited in the following locations
A525 between the new Public Open Space and Gravenhunger Lane. In a suitable location.
A51 at Irelands Cross near the opposite end of Gravenhunger Lane.
A51 at Pipe Gate before the Chetwode Arms junction.
Posts to be purchased if necessary and installed 
Clerk to contact Shropshire Cleansing Dept with these suggestions.
