


Minutes of Woore Parish Council Meeting
Monday 8th July 2019
Held at Woore Victory Hall

PUBLIC:
Anthony Gath and Helen Lightfoot attended the meeting.

19109 Apologies for absence.
Cllrs Chell, Higgin and Ford had sent their apologies for absence, which was for personal reasons. It was unanimously resolved to accept the apologies from Cllrs Chell and Higgin and reject the apology from Cllr Ford.

19110 Declarations of Pecuniary Interests.
No Cllrs declared a pecuniary interest in respect of any Agenda Item.

19111 OPEN FORUM – To last no longer than 15 minutes.
Anthony Gath asked about the position of the Bowling Club. He was informed that the bowling green was safe. The planning application for houses has been approved. Car parking spaces for use by members of the bowling club and members of the public are available.
Helen Lightfoot asked why the agenda had not been put in the notice board at Pipe Gate. Councillors explained the decision made at the previous meeting to only use the main notice board in Woore. Helen Lightfoot offered to put them up on behalf of the Council.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Sally Tyson made the Council aware of a head on collision between 2 lorries in Pipe Gate last week. One of the lorries drove off but the other sustained significant damage and the driver had to be treated in hospital. The clerk will contact PC Ambrose to see if the accident was reported to the police.
Anthony Gath also mentioned the poor sight lines when exiting Audlem Road on to London Road. The Council agreed, but it isn’t an accident black spot so unlikely any remedial action will be taken.

19112 To approve and sign the Minutes of the Meeting held on 10th June 2019.
It was unanimously resolved to approve these minutes.

19113 REPRESENTATIVES’ REPORTS
To receive reports concerning the following matters:

(a) Victory Hall - Cllr H. Blake
Cllr Blake reported that the Summer Tea has been cancelled due to lack of support, a Sixties Night will be held in September and the Hall is considering opening on a Friday afternoon as a drop in for a chat and coffee, tea and cake. It was suggested that Councillors may want to attend.

(b) Movable and Stationary Vehicle Activated Signs – Cllr M. Blake 
Cllr Blake reported that the MVAS on Newcastle Road was now working. We are still waiting for the VAS data. Kier are meant to be downloading but we are yet to receive anything. No data for Newcastle Road. The results are sent to Shropshire Council, Safer Roads Partnership and Shropshire Star but no one seems to be paying attention. One vehicle was clocked at 68mph in the 30 zone going past the school.
Sally Tyson then mentioned that she had made contact with Muller after one of their tankers was being driven badly and they responded very positively. There was another tanker company that it may be worth making similar contact with.

(c) Tree and Path Wardens – Ms S. Tyson & Ms C. Bedson
Residents will need to be reminded of their responsibilities in relation to maintenance of their hedges, some are becoming overgrown and impinging on footpaths.

(d) Neighbourhood Plan – Chairman
The Chairman reported that there is no need for this item going forward. The Neighbourhood Plan will be ratified by Shropshire Council on 26th July 2019.



(e) Shropshire Councillor Mr R Aldcroft
Cllr Aldcroft reported that there are problems with Highways, the Kier contract hasn’t proved to be as high quality as expected. The restructure is still in process, there have been 8 new starters who will take time to get up to speed. The responsibility for HS2 is a new appointee that hasn’t been made yet.
Mucklestone and Loggerheads have their own Community Speed Gun. He is meeting with PC Ambrose and his sergeant to look into sharing of a gun with Woore and other local Councils. Shropshire Senior Mangers came to Woore prior to the HS2 meeting and met with Councillors so have a better understanding of local issues. The Chairman requested that Shropshire Council staff should acknowledge emails on receipt. Cllr Aldcroft was going to raise this with the Chief Executive as Shropshire Councillors experience the same problem. The Puffin Crossing was then raised by Councillors. It has been approved, has funding so can it been done over the summer. Kier are only responding to emergencies and Shropshire Council position is that it is something that they would expect HS2 to pick up. He will take our request forward.

(f) SALC Meeting (Malcolm Carter)
Cllr Carter reported that he had attended the meeting on 17th June, they discussed highways issues, Puffin Crossing, 20mph limit, Steve Davenport was meant to attend but did not. Cllr Aldcroft to write for a response. The Ambulance Service gave a presentation and went through the performance statistics, response times were above required in rural areas. Some mitigation through first aid training, defibrillators, CPR training, use of What3words App for precise location coordinates. 

19114 PLANNING
To consider and, if appropriate, to resolve on a response to the following planning applications:
1. 19/02559/FUL being an application for the erection of rear/side extension and acoustic fence at 1 The Chalway, London Road, Woore CW3 9SQ. 

It was unanimously resolved that the PC should support the application, subject to the Applicant meeting the requirements of SC and its consultees.
It was also noted that no notice had been displayed.

1. 19/02619/FUL being an application for the erection of first floor extension to side elevation, single storey extension to rear elevation with first floor glazed balcony; stepped access to rear; entrance canopy to front elevation at 
Green Gables, Gravenhunger Lane, Woore CW3 9RF.

[bookmark: _Hlk13647537]It was unanimously resolved that the PC should support the application, subject to the Applicant meeting the requirements of SC and its consultees.

19115 HS2
(1) To receive a report from the Chairman concerning this matter.

The Chairman reported that there had been 2 meetings since the last Parish meeting on 14th June and 4th July. Owen Paterson attended the meeting on 14th June, only Cllr Aldcroft attended from Shropshire Council. The permanent bypass report was circulated. The Council did not support a permanent bypass but wanted a temporary haulage route. HS2 had only costed the short route. There was not enough time to build it and the cost was over £7m. Owen Paterson was very disappointed that Shropshire Council had not attended and emailed Steve Davenport to tell him.
Rob Searle and Steve Brown attended a meeting with WPC one hour prior to the HS2 meeting on 4th July.
HS2 expected the Parish Council to rubber stamp the mitigations, but WPC do not agree to the mitigations. Minutes have now been forwarded but were late.HS2 have to find car parking spaces, looking at Coopers! There will possibly a drop in session with maps on the wall, HS2 seemed reluctant, air pollution concerns, we need to keep going, keep informing the parish.
Section 17 of the Town and Country Planning Act requires permission from the Unitary Council for vehicles movements over 24 a day. We should write to Owen Paterson and Shropshire Council to not allow HS2 those movements. We should also send a newsletter out to residents to get involved in opposing HS2 lorries through the village.
HS2 are targeting the Queens Speech in October to get the go ahead.
Cllr Davies will keep the Facebook group informed.
The Chairman will go through the mitigations.
It was unanimously resolved to send a letter to Owen Paterson and Shropshire Council in respect of Section 17 of the Town and Country Planning Act.
It was unanimously resolved to send out a newsletter to residents.

19116 TREE SURVEY
To review the report from Ian Cupper already circulated.

The report stated that the trees inspected were all low risk. No immediate action is required. The Parish Council will review in October/November. A scheme/plan is required for the village green.

19117 CIL APPLICATION
To receive a report from the Chairman concerning the progress on this matter.

Our bid passed the initial stage. We are now waiting for the technical assessment. Lucy Roberts is our contact. The chairman attended a Joint Funding workshop on 21st June – there is lots of funds available from various sources to bid for.


19118 PARISH PLACE PLAN
To receive a report from the Chairman concerning this matter.

The Chairman requested that we create a Parish Plan Webpage. Circulate to the Village Hall, Bowls Club, Tennis Club and Cricket Club.

19119 REVIEW OF POLLING DISTRICTS
Following the notification from Shropshire that they are undertaking a review of polling districts. To decide what comments the Parish Council should make in relation to this consultation.

It was unanimously resolved to support Woore Victory Hall as the polling station for Woore Parish.

19120 CLERK’S REPORTS
To receive a report from the Clerk about the progress of resolutions from previous meetings.

All the items in relation to the AGAR were completed and this was sent to the External Auditors on 13/6/19. Confirmation of receipt for this was received on 24/6/19. There has been no further contact. 

Dog Waste Bins. Shropshire Council were contacted with locations on 12/6/19 and then chased on 26/6/19. They responded to that email to say it had been passed on to the Street Scene Officer North for his attention and it went on to say he was on holiday at that time. Nick Williams has now been in contact and he is going to review the locations. He has informed us that there is a cost for emptying of £115 plus VAT per bin per annum. the clerk is going to query the cost.

Neighbourhood Plan – Thank you letter has been sent.

Street Lighting – Information provided by previous clerk has been reviewed. We still don’t have a map, which details all the streetlights. The ones that the County have provided are not complete. Clerk now contacted Jason Hughes at Shropshire to get up to date maps and then we can review.
