18104 HS2
(A) To resolve what comments the Parish Council wishes to make concerning the House of Commons High Speed (West Midlands – Crewe) Bill Select Committee’s decisions (as set out in Paragraph 36 of  that Committee’s Second Special Report of Session 2017-19) that that the effects of HS2 construction traffic being routed through the Parish be mitigated in the following ways:
(1) by the finding of a suitable location for temporary parking area (similar in size to the Swan car park) for the duration of HS2 construction works;
(2) by the introduction of traffic calming measures outside Woore Primary and Nursery School and along the A51;
(3) by the carrying out of works to improve pavement safety outside Woore Primary and Nursery School and along the A51; and
(4) by the funding of a school patrol crossing officer to work outside Woore Primary and Nursery School in term time for duration of HS2 construction works.
(B) To resolve on what further or alternative proposals concerning the routing of construction traffic through the Parish should be made to HS2.
