6 members of the public attended the meeting.
15094  APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Cllr A. Allison and Cllr A. Ford both apologised for being unable to attend the meeting for business reasons. Both Cllrs’ apologies were accepted.
Cllr J. Higgin was unable to attend.
Shropshire Councillor, Mr J Cadwallader, apologised for being unable to attend due to Parish Council commitments in Norton in Hales. That apology too was accepted.
15095 DECLARATIONS OF ANY INTERESTS
There were no declarations.
15096  OPEN FORUM
Cllr Clifford proposed that Standing Orders be suspended for the duration of Agenda Item 15096.This was unanimously agreed and the Chair declared the Open Forum open.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr C. Jeffries raised a number of issues which he had previously raised at the 8th June 2015 Meeting (15049) and again in recent correspondence with the Chairman. Mr Jeffries stated that he was concerned that there appeared to be no contract specifying the works that the lengthsman and grasscutter were required to perform in the Parish and that the extent of the works carried out by them was, in his view, insufficient to look after all areas in the Parish satisfactorily.
The Chairman advised that the Clerk was responsible for the supervision of the lengthsman and grasscutter. The Clerk indicated that there were contracts between the Council, the lengthsman and grasscutter. These contracts specified the work to be carried out in the performance of their duties. 
The Clerk would be familiarising herself with those contracts and the works carried out by the Shropshire Council. She also hoped to speak with Mr Jeffries before the next meeting of the Parish Council.
At 7.35 pm the Chairman brought the Open Forum to a conclusion.
15097 TO CONFIRM & SIGN MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS OF 8TH AND 22ND JUNE 2015  
The Council resolved to adopt the Minutes of the Meetings of 8th and 22nd June 2015.
15098 TO DISCUSS MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES AND NOT INCLUDED IN THE AGENDA
(a)  Co-Option of Parish Councillor (15075) – The Clerk advised that she had spoken with Shropshire Council’s Electoral Services. They had confirmed that no parishioners had called for an election of a new parish councillor by the deadline of 10th July. The Parish Council would now take the required steps to co-opt a new Councillor. Any parishioners who wished to be considered for this vacancy could obtain a nomination form from a Parish Councillor, the Clerk, or download it from the Woore Parish Council website. The deadline for receipt of the nominations is noon on Monday 7th September.
(b)  Neighbourhood Plan (15078) – The Chair explained that Shropshire Council had, at a meeting on 13th March, agreed to publish the Statutory Notice required before the Parish Council commenced works on the Neighbourhood Plan for the Parish. Unfortunately, Shropshire Council, despite a reminder from the Acting Clerk, had yet to publish that Notice. It was agreed that the Clerk would write a further reminder letter to Shropshire Council. There then followed a general discussion about Neighbourhood Plan issues. This discussions covered courses available to Parish Councillors that might assist them in delivering the Plan and the current status of the contract between the Parish Council and the Consultants contracted to provide consultancy services to support the Parish Council and Parishioners in creating a Neighbourhood Plan. It was agreed that the Clerk would also contact the Consultants for an update.
(c)  SAMDev (15079) - The Clerk informed the Council that an email had been sent to the Shropshire Council confirming that Woore Parish Council did not object to any of the proposed Draft Main Modifications to SAMDev. 
(d)  The Old Railway Line Footpath (15080) - The Clerk advised that Loggerheads Parish Council had notified her that it did not intend to apply for the Old Railway Footpath to become a public, rather than permissive, footpath.
(e)  Parish Bus Service (15069) – In the absence of Shropshire Councillor Mr J. Cadwallader, this item was postponed until the next meeting.
15099 PLANNING
(a)  15/02341/VAR. Councillor Helen Blake, the Lead Councillor in respect of this application by Woore Tennis Club to vary conditions of its existing planning permission, reminded the Councillors that the Parish Council had not objected to the original application. She advised that no objections had been raised with her about this further application. It was resolved not to raise any objections to the application.
(b) Submission of Areas of highway community concern to Shropshire Council (SC). There was a general discussion about those areas of concern that should be included in any submission to SC. At the conclusion of the debate, it was resolved that the Parish Council should return a submission to SC and that the areas included in that submission should be those areas already identified in the Planning - Place Plan Annual Review 2015-2016 (14089 and 14103) and the 4 locations where the Moveable Vehicle Activated Signs were currently being deployed.
15100 REPRESENTATIVES’ REPORTS
(a)  Woore Victory Hall - Cllr Helen Blake informed the Council that the Hall Committee had decided to look into the possibility of obtaining WiFi for the Hall.
(b)  Local Joint Committee - Nothing to report. 
(c)  Shropshire Association of Local Councils (SALC) - No Parish Councillor had, as yet, been appointed to represent the Parish Council at SALC Meetings (15073). The Clerk had not received Minutes of any Meetings. 
(d)  Tree and Path Wardens’ Report - Sally Tyson and Carol Bedson (Tree Wardens) gave a verbal update. A letter had been received from Shropshire Council informing the Parish Council that the Draft Tree Preservation Order (TPO) SC/00213/15 (15031) had not been confirmed by SC following SC’s receipt of a tree survey report from the landowner which stated that one of the trees included in the TPO was diseased and dying. The Wardens raised doubts about the accuracy of the tree survey report. It was resolved that the Clerk should write / speak to SC seeking clarification as to whether the TPO had been totally not confirmed or whether it had only not been confirmed in relation to the allegedly diseased tree. It was further resolved that the Clerk should also raise concerns that it appeared that that tree appeared healthy.
(e)  Moveable Vehicle Activated Signs (MVAS) - Cllr Blake informed the meeting that the MVAS were still being deployed and that he had circulated the most recent data supplied by MVAS. It is anticipated   these data reports will be reproduced on the Parish Council’s website shortly.
(f) Shropshire Councillor - Cllr Cadwallader was unable to attend the meeting. The Chairman and Clerk had written to Cllr Cadwallader asking him to provide written or verbal update reports on the parish bus service and the proposed attendance of a strategic planner from SC at a future meeting of the Parish Council.
