13101  TREE AND PARISH PATH WARDENS’ REPORTS
Cllr Moore discussed the Tree Wardens’ report as presented at the meeting. He advised that   

Shropshire Council decided the replacement tree at the Candle Lane development. Applications for the 2013 Big Tree project need to be completed by 30 September 2013, after discussion it was agreed that local residents would be better to make a direct claim as has happened in previous years. Cllr Woodcock said he would provide transport for trees free of charge, he would like to be the recipient of some trees and for clarity it would be better if residents were named in the reports produced by Cllr Moore. Cllr Hammersley said that Paul Hawkins as previous year had offered the Parish Christmas Tree, the Clerk to accept the offer formally. Cllr Woodcock reported that a tree on land out of Pipe Gate was growing down and causing an obstruction, Cllr Moore agreed to investigate
Cllr Moore did not present a formal Path Wardens’ report but thanked the Members who have helped to walk the paths. Cllr Moore said that the Shropshire Council Paths and Recreation officer would like to attend a Parish Council meeting and outline what is possible. It was agreed that all Members were happy for him to attend and subject to his availability he would attend the next meeting on 14 October 2013 and speak after matters arising in the closed meeting

PLANNING MATTERS
To discuss the following planning applications as received and distributed:
13/02698/OUT
Land West of London Road, Irelands Cross, Woore - Outline application for the erection of 10 No. dwellings (to include access and layout) - Resolved to object to the application on the grounds that further developments are not appropriate at this time. The proposed SAMDev allocation has already been met, and the nature of this application is not such as to warrant drawing on the windfall provisions for 2010-2026 and specific objections to the application are: a ribbon housing development on a greenfield site acting as a buffer between the Parish housing areas is not appropriate and loss of visual amenity to nearby properties

In addition Cllr Hammersley who had acted as first Councillor in this application reported that the planning application had not been widely advertised and it took the raising of this with Planning for wider advertising to take place and the deadline for submissions to be extended. It was resolved that the Clerk would write formally to Shropshire Council to raise concerns of non circulation to neighbours, poor or misleading addresses used on applications to ask if it is an ongoing problem, letter to be copied to Shropshire Councillor  

After discussion, it was further resolved after discussion to adopt the following as standard wording to be used as appropriate “Object to the application on the grounds that further developments are not appropriate at this time. The proposed SAMDev allocation has already been met, and the nature of this application is not such as to warrant drawing on the windfall provisions for 2010-2026”. Cllr Hammersley stressed that each planning application will always be viewed on its own merits, the standard wording is for ease and to save time at meetings.

The Chairman reported that he had received a telephone call recently from David Wilson Homes about land off Newcastle Road, the representative from David Wilson Homes said that a planning application would soon be made.

At the request of Cllr. Moore, planning application 13/01844/FUL - New Farm, London Road, Knighton was discussed, being planning application as discussed previously and motion passed at meeting of 18th June 2013. Cllr Moore understood that there had been no decision made on the application and comments could still be made. Cllr Allison asked if further consideration did not breach the six month rule on rescinding resolutions, and the Chairman responded that they could not be changed but that was not suggested here, provision for further consideration being given in the wording of the resolution. Cllr Ford expressed the view that if the resolution cannot be changed, why is it being discussed? After discussion, it was agreed that the Clerk pursue recirculation as response under Agenda Item 13069 and to establish if the planning application is still open for comment before going to planning committee for decision

RECREATION
There was a long discussion on the subject of recreation. The Chairman reported that he understood that some members of the Victory Hall management committee did not have objections in principle to the siting of adult exercise equipment at the area at the bottom of the Victory Hall car park. Cllr M. Blake said that he wished to have an earlier open meeting commencing at 7 p.m. at the meeting of 14 October 2013 to discuss recreation and to gain views and people’s opinions. Cllr Cartwright said that she would consult parents at the school before the next meeting for their views and opinions on recreation equipment. Cllr M. Blake wished a notice be displayed in the shop, pubs in the village and distributed to residents near to the play area in St. Leonard’s Way saying that consideration is being given to replacing some equipment and adding new equipment and inviting them to the open meeting commencing at 7 p.m. on 14 October 2013. Cllr M. Blake said that lottery funding was potentially available up to £10,000. After presentation by representatives from Woore Tennis Club, the Chairman said that the Parish Council would be unlikely to be able to help the Tennis Club at the moment, the representatives said they are looking at all opportunities but they have spent the last three years trying to find suitable grounds. Cllr Hammersley said the Parish Council should provide recreation equipment for all and perhaps private clubs should form a consortium to pursue their aims. Cllr Allison said that playground equipment appeared to have the most support
