


Minutes of Woore Parish Council Meeting
Monday 14th October 2019
Held at Woore Victory Hall
PRESENT:

PUBLIC:
Anthony Gath and Janet Roberts attended the meeting.

19150 Apologies for absence.
Cllrs Irwin, Chell, Higgin, Allison and Ford had sent their apologies for absence, which was for personal reasons. It was unanimously resolved to accept the apologies.

19151 Declarations of Pecuniary Interests.
No Councillor declared a pecuniary interest.

19152 OPEN FORUM – To last no longer than 15 minutes.
Anthony Gath raised the access to the development off Audlem Road. Cllr Aldcroft stated he had a meeting with Philip Mullineux of Shropshire Council. The access has been approved on the Planning Portal but there is no evidence as to who approved the access.
Mr Gath then raised the overgrown hedge on Audlem Road. The Clerk reported that he had written to the owner of the property but had not received a response and nothing has been done to the hedge. It was agreed that the Clerk should pass the letter on to Steve Brown at Shropshire Council and ask them to take action.
Discussions then moved onto planning approvals at London Road, Ireland’s Cross where the approved hedge has been replaced with a feather edged fence. The Chairman reported he had written to the planning Department about this issue.

19153 To approve and sign the Minutes of the Meeting held on 9th September 2019.
It was resolved to approve these minutes. Cllr Cowey abstained as he was not at the meeting.

19154 MATTERS ARISING
To cover any matters arising from the minutes.
In reference to minute 19141 the chairman reported that he had received one quote but he was waiting for two others.
In reference to minute 19143 the chairman stated that we needed to agree who would lead and agree the process. This would be added to the November Agenda.

19155 REPRESENTATIVES’ REPORTS
To receive reports concerning the following matters:

(a) Victory Hall - Cllr H. Blake
Cllr Blake reported that the Community Café took place last Friday (11th) and was impacted by the weather, although many attended. The next one is scheduled for 8th November. On December 14th there is a quiz night with a Fish & Chip Supper, tables of 4, bar open, £10 per head. Councillors to consider whether the Parish Council enters a team. Also it is film night the weekend with the Greatest Showman.
(b) Movable and Stationary Vehicle Activated Signs – Cllr M. Blake 
Cllr Blake reported that we are experiencing the same problems with speeding with cars recorded as doing 50, 60 and 70. He has been in contact with the safer road’s partnership. We have problems with batteries and have ordered two new ones. He has investigated MVAS with photographic capability, but these cost £7,000. This is free standing but needs to be manned. Cllr Carter suggested using average speed cameras, but there are issues with this because of the two different speed limits through the village and various turn offs. It is generally felt that speeding is getting worse. Cllr Aldcroft reported that he had been approached about where to locate a permanent speed camera in the village. He also reported that at the recent meeting with the Police Commissioner that there is now a Motorbike Camera that can be used in the area. And in relation to volunteer teams, this is the decision of each individual Chief Constable.
(c) Tree and Path Wardens – Ms S. Tyson & Ms C. Bedson
The Swan Path was discussed and the hedge on one side of path had been cut, but not the other. Cllr Carter suggested we have a map of the footpaths in the parish together with responsibility for cutting. The Tennis Club Autumn Walk is due soon and they are using different footpaths for each walk to increase awareness. There is a 2026 date approaching for having Bridleways registered that will be challenging to achieve. There is also a dead tree in the village that they are speaking to the landowner about.
(d) Shropshire Councillor Mr R Aldcroft
Cllr Aldcroft reported that the recruitment of highways staffing had been completed and staffing was now up to levels. Andy Mortem will start on 2nd December and he will be the parishes contact for HS2 and Highways matters in the area. Highways are now monitoring the contractor more fully and ensuring that work is completed and this is improving condition of the roads in Shropshire. In protecting their assets, Shropshire are installing CCTV cameras with number plate recognition, this has been trialled in Oswestry. Cllr Cowey asked Cllr Aldcroft to raise with Shropshire Officers the lack of response to emails and a lack of acknowledgement of receipt. Cllr Aldcroft reported that he had the same problems.

19156 PLANNING
To consider and, if appropriate, to resolve on a response to the following planning applications:
1. 19/04215/FUL being an application for the erection of one self build dwelling to include integrated garage at Proposed Residential Development Land to the South of Audlem Road, Woore, Shropshire.
Cllr Cowey reported that the plan was amended on the portal today to include the driveway. There was no reason on the revised plan and it bore the same number as the original plan. The clerk was asked to write to planning about the late change and to request an explanation as it appeared on the new plan that plot 4 owned the drive. Also that the consultation carried out by the parish in respect of the application was prior to the change to plan. The application for the property complied with the Woore Neighbourhood Plan. Cllr Chell was the lead Councillor on this application and her comments are as follows. 
The application for Plot 4 has been resubmitted. The new application number is 14/03637/OUT. The application for Plot 4 has been revised from the original design, which had curved outer walls. The elevation of the property is the same as well as the design, which can be seen on the SCC portal shows flat walls. I canvassed four properties on the Audlem Road adjacent to the site, Snape’s Bakery who were concerned about the layby and Mr Risley who had no objections. I delivered letters through three other addresses and so far I have received no replies. The Highways Authority have raised no objections on the basis that the road serving the site has been approved by the Highways Authority under the discharge of condition application 18/05420/DNS.  In the neighbourhood Plan, Page 17, the plot fits closely to the criteria for new developments. The property will have a rain harvesting facility and other eco environmentally friendly aspects. I feel that this new submission of Plot 4 should be accepted and planning granted.
It was unanimously resolved to support the application for the property, subject to consultees comments, but not the access that had been added late. The clerk will contact the case officer for clarification. The Parish Council continues it’s objection to the access to the site. 

19157 HS2
(1) To receive an update from Cllr Irwin and to resolve to approve the contents of the petition for submission to the House of Lords. To respond to Right Honourable Paul Maynard via Owen Paterson.

Cllr Irwin reported that after attending the meeting with Paul Maynard , HS2 Minister and Owen Paterson, at which we put forward strong arguments against HS2 construction traffic travelling through Woore Parish, the PC has since received a letter from Mr Maynard in reply, which is mainly written in HS2 speak .
A meeting was held this morning with Mrs Janet Roberts and Councillors Cowey, Allison, Chell and Irwin, to discuss and agree on the evidence that will be forwarded to the House of Lords for inclusion and in support of Woore Parish Council's petition.
Councillor Allison will present the petition supported by Mrs Janet Roberts (who is compiling the evidence and should be congratulated on her efforts) and Councillor Irwin and this is currently scheduled for the afternoon of the 4th November.

Cllr Cowey reported that he was happy with the information that will be going into the House of Lords. He is concerned that the Parish Council has not responded on traffic mitigation. Shropshire Council have not responded on whether they are an Authorised Authority, the only council not to respond. It was agreed that Cllr Cowey would contact HS2 with suggested dates. Cllrs Davies and Carter offered to support.

19158 SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL
To resolve whether the parish council makes an official complaint against Shropshire Council lack of support in a number of areas but especially HS2.

It was unanimously resolved that the clerk complains to the Local Government Minister with dates of meeting that they have failed to attend and details of all the problems the parish has had with Shropshire.

19159 COMPLAINT RECEIVED FROM SNAPES BAKERY
To hear details of a complaint received from Snape’s Bakery.

The complaint received was as follows. 
1. She was not aware that the layby had been approved for an entrance to the self-build and she showed concern at the affect this would have on their business, there had been 2 delivery lorries parked there the other day until 1am, where will lorries park once the only layby in the village has been destroyed? She suggested on the new road to the self-build.
1. There is a holiday flat in the Manor grounds and there have been 2 near misses as people try to exit the property.
1.  The smell coming from the Donkey sanctuary, apparently the work has now been carried out, but the “nuisance” continues.
1. There is a septic tank in the Manor and it sometimes overflows with the sewage running down the road past the Falcon.

The following actions were unanimously resolved.
On 1 Cllr Aldcroft is investigating the granting of the approval of the access. On 2 the clerk will contact the planning department to see what permissions are in place. On 3 we will seek further clarification of what the nuisance is and on 4 work has been actioned and Shropshire Council are waiting for Severn Trent to resolve.

19160 REMEMBERANCE SUNDAY
To consider the parish’s preparations for Remembrance Sunday.

It was unanimously resolved that the clerk would order a wreath from the British Legion (cost around £50) and that he contacts Cllrs Chell and Higgin on whether their husbands would act as marshals as they had last year. And that Cllr Cowey would contact PC Ambrose on obtaining Police Slow signs for the day.

19161 CHRISTMAS TREE
To determine whether the parish purchases and erects a Christmas Tree.

It was unanimously resolved to purchase and erect a Christmas Tree as in previous years for erection in early December and to have a Parish entry in the Christmas Angels, Cllr Higgin to lead but other Councillors to assist if possible. A budget of up to £50 was approved.

19162 COUNCILLORS EXPENSES
To receive an update from the clerk in relation to expenses that can been claimed by councillors.

The note already circulated was approved by councillors.

19163 PARISH COUNCIL BUDGET AND BALANCES
To receive a report from the Clerk in relation to the budget for 2020/21 and the current level of balances.

It was unanimously resolved that the clerk would circulate the budget, once grounds budget was amended, together with the notes and suggested expenditure to councillors and ask them to review and the budget would be presented tom the November Meeting for Approval so that the precept could be set at the December meeting. 

The clerk was asked to contact Matthew Jones to confirm the CIL payment for 2020/21 and to ensure we have the details behind that calculation.

19164 STREET LIGHTING
The clerk updated councillors that Shropshire had still not provided a definitive map or list of streetlights that they considered responsibility of the Parish Council. There is a payment to E-On for repairing a streetlight on Northlands. It was unanimously resolved Not to pay this invoice but to refer it to Shropshire Council. Furthermore to write to Shropshire that the Parish Council do not believe that any of street lights in the parish are their responsibility and require Shropshire to provide proof of ownership and that it is the Parish’s intention to contact our energy supplier and inform them that the lights are not the responsibility of the parish and that we intend to cancel the direct debit. The clerk to also contact Npower and query how the energy cost is calculated for an unmetered supply.

19165 CLERK’S REPORTS
The Clerk reported the following in relation to the progress of resolutions from previous meetings.

Street Lighting – Still waiting for definitive map from Shropshire, which they have told me that they are working on. I have chased again in September. A further chase went in last week. Still nothing received.

One side of the hedge by Swan Annex has now been dealt with. I am awaiting confirmation from Tony Seabridge that it is being paid for by the resident. I have still had no response from the resident in Candle Lane about the trees adjoining Audlem Road.

Last month one of the members of the public attending reported problems with drainage on Audlem Road, I understand that some gully emptying has taken place.

Angela Cookson raised problems exiting her property in Pipe Gate and we asked that she put in writing her suggestions for improving the problem. Nothing has been received.

Planning Application for The Grove were submitted as was a response to comments put on by the developer about who would pay for the open space.

Shropshire Council were informed of our decision at the last meeting not to allow any reduction in the CIL payment.

We have had BT’s list of phone boxes to be removed (circulated) there are none in the Parish.
