Minutes of Woore Parish Council Meeting

20019 Apologies for absence.
All Councillors were present.
20020 Welcome new Councillor.
Councillor Clarke was welcomed to the Council.
20021 Declarations of Pecuniary Interests and HS2 Dispensation.
No Councillor declared a pecuniary interest. The Clerk reported that he had received dispensations from Cllrs Cowey, Irwin, Allison, Davies, H. Blake, M. Blake and Chell. We are still waiting for Cllrs Carter and Higgin, together with the new Cllr.

20022 Open Forum – To last no longer than 15 minutes.
There were no members of the public in attendance. 
No Councillors wished to raise any matters.

20023 To approve and sign the Minutes of the Meeting held on 18th May 2020.
It was resolved to approve the minutes; all Councillors were in favour except Cllr Clarke who was not at the meeting and abstained.



20024 Matters Arising
Cllr Cowey wanted to thank Cllrs Chell and Higgin for their hard work in sorting the planting and that the barrels from Westholme are now in place. Cllr Chell confirmed that she had painted the circle at Kendrick Close.
Cllr Cowey still wanted to raise Barr Hill with Sally Tyson but has not been able to.
Cllr Cowey raised whether the information on speeding had been put online, the wording was to be agreed by Cllr Davies and M Blake. Cllr Davies stated that he had done the walking routes but had forgot about the speeding item. Cllr Cowey felt that it had quietened down on social media, but that speeding was still an issue. Cllr Davies confirmed that the Walk England walking routes were on the web site together with the Do’s and Don’ts provided by Carol Bedson.
Street Lighting, the clerk confirmed that he had sent all the Street Lighting correspondence to Cllr Aldcroft. Cllr Aldcroft stated that he does not expect anything to happen very quickly in relation to this.

20025 Planning
To consider and, if appropriate, to resolve on a response to the following planning applications:
1. Erection of equipment store and maintenance shed 20/01173/FUL dated 20th March 2020 at The Old Railway Line, Pipe Gate, Market Drayton, Shropshire, TF9 4RT.

Cllr Carter had circulated his review of the planning application to all members. The policies in the Neighbourhood plan were listed and discussion was held around this. Discussions included the size of the plot and the history of the application. Most Councillors offered an opinion. This application has taken up a lot of Councillor time. 
Cllr Carter proposed the following resolution. That the application should be opposed on the grounds that it does not conform to the Woore Neighbourhood Plan Policy ECON1- Rural Economy, also the size of building is out of proportion with the size of the land 0.7 hectare, the balance of the land is classified as recreational land (non-agricultural). and we support the objection comments of the Priory Gardens Residents Association who are the nearest residents to the proposed development. The resolution was passed by a majority of Councillors. See end of the minutes for voting.

The planning application in relation Residential Land at Irelands Cross which had been received too late to be included on this agenda was discussed. It was agreed that a working committee of Cllrs Cowey, Allisson and M Blake be set up. This would come to the next meeting of the Council.



20026 Representatives’ Reports
To receive reports concerning the following matters:

(a) Movable and Stationary Vehicle Activated Signs – Cllr M. Blake 
Cllr Blake stated that the MVAS was still positioned at the School. The data has been sent out to Councillors. We have tried to find out from the police and crime commissioner how many prosecutions have been carried out in relation to speeding in Woore, but we have had no response. We are no further forward from last month with the repair due to the service department only just reopening. 
Discussion was then held around speed cameras and urbanisation. We are dependent on Shropshire for any approvals in relation to this. Cllr M Blake informed the meeting that we have only had one lot of data from the VAS that Shropshire control in the last 12 months.
(b) Tree and Path Wardens – Ms S. Tyson & Ms C. Bedson.
Neither of the wardens were in attendance. Cllr Chell raised some problems with the paths getting overgrown. She was asked to forward these issues to the clerk and he would liaise with the wardens.
(c) Shropshire – Councillor Mr R Aldcroft
Cllr Aldcroft reported that speeding was a long-term problem affecting all villages in Shropshire. It is a matter of keeping pressure on the authorities and Woore, through Cllr M Blake, is doing a good job around this. There are street closures in Market Drayton to accommodate queueing. There is a localisation shift at Shropshire with people working from home and working more locally. Cllr Aldcroft was asked to contact the Police and Crime Commissioner to find out how many speeding prosecutions there had been in Woore Parish, which he agreed to do.

20027 HS2
(1) To receive an update from the Chairman.
Cllr Cowey reported that we had responded to Owen Paterson correcting the points Andy Moreton Shropshire Council had made. We have tried to contact the Independent Construction Commissioner, Sir Mark Worthington which had been a very difficult process in trying to get his email address. HS2 were putting blocks in the way and we had to write to Andrew Stephenson MP to explain the problems we were having. Eventually we got the email address and we have now written to him. He has responded and councillors have been copied in, as has Owen Paterson.

(2) To receive a report from the Vice Chairman on the meeting with Shropshire Council
Cllr Irwin informed councillors that a meeting had been held with Andrew Moreton on 22/5/20 to discuss mitigations. He agreed to take forward proposals for speed limit of 20 mph outside the school and 30 mph throughout the rest of the parish, an upgrade to all the gateways with white gates, HS2 requested to provide schematics and drawings. He reported that there was little chance of getting speed cameras. Further Vas’s could possibly be funded by HS2. Guard railing has been agreed. Shropshire would not support a school crossing patrol, he would ask HS2 to fund. Also he will ask HS2 to do a full costing of a continuous footpath through the village. Shropshire (Ian Kilby) would be attending meetings because of planning considerations. We asked to be kept informed of this.
Cllr Irwin asked what are we going to ask Sir Mark Worthington to do. Do we rewind back to the beginning as we were disenfranchised and were not involved in the original decision for the route through the village a much longer route. Why is this the preferred route. Non-disclosure agreements with local councils negotiating with HS2.
Cllr Allison asked about the barrier from the Falcon to the school and was told that this is still not included, even though the House of Commons called for it.
We have asked for a virtual meeting with Sir Mark Worthington, to include Owen Paterson, Cllrs Cowey and Allison.
Cllr Cowey informed the meeting  that Rebecca Lewis Community Liaison Manager for HS2 would be sending a newsletter to all residents on where HS2 are with the scheme.

20028 2019/20 Annual Governance and Accounting Return
The clerk had circulated the return to members together with the Asset Register. The return has been audited by the internal auditor. It was unanimously resolved to approve the Annual Governance and Accountability Return.

20029 St Leonards Play Area
To review the position in regard to erection of fence at the play area.
Cllr Cowey informed the meeting that the fence has now been erected, we may need to purchase a padlock.

20030 Car Parking
To discuss the car parking situation in Woore.
Cllr Chell stated that this is going to be a problem for the village going forward. People will start to park on side roads. It will be a problem for local businesses and the Church. The Parish Council has tried to protect the car parking spaces for the village, but we had very little support. There was no real solution to the issue, but as people raise it as an issue, we could ask them for their suggestions.



20031 Land at Newcastle Road 
To adopt the project plan.
The document was circulated to Councillors. It was unanimously resolved to accept the project plan.

20032 Parish Clerk Vacancy
